
Crochet Pie Piece 
Supplies 

3 colors of yarn (or thread or other fiber) - one for pie filling, one for crust, one whipped 
cream

crochet hook (size depends on fiber choice & personal preference)

stuffing (polyfill, yarn scraps, whatever you want)

yarn needle

scissors

thread (optional)

materials for your preferred blocking method (optional)


Notes 
3 sc = 1 sc in each of next 3 st

ch 1 at beginning of row + turning chain

do not stitch into turning chain


Key 
ch=chain

sc=single crochet

st= stitch

sc2tog = single crochet 2 together

sl st =slip stitch


Crust 
(Worked from wide part of triangle to tip) 

ch 5

*ch 1, skip ch closest to hook, 5 sc*

repeat *-* 6 times (total 7 rows of sc)

§-§ of pie top pattern


Pie Top 
(Worked from wide part of triangle to tip) 

ch 5

*ch 1, skip ch closest to hook, 5 sc*

repeat *-* (total 2 rows sc)a

§ch 1, skip ch closest to hook, sc, sc2tog, 2 sc

ch 1, skip ch closest to hook, 4 sc

ch 1, skip ch closest to hook, sc, sc2tog, sc

ch 1, skip ch closest to hook, 3 sc

ch 1, skip ch closest to hook, 1 sc, sc2tog

ch 1, skip ch closest to hook, 2 sc

ch 1, skip ch closest to hook, sc2tog

ch 1, skip ch closest to hook, sc

fasten off§




Pie Sides 
(Worked in 1 piece) 
ch 3


*ch 1, skip ch closest to hook, 3 sc*

*-* 19 times *total 20 rows sc)

fasten off


Whipped Cream 
ch 5 (leave long tail at beginning for sewing)

sl st to beginning chain to make ring

fasten off, leaving long tail to sew it on later


ASSEMBLY 
optional: block pieces before assembly

attach whipped cream

fold sides (rectangle) in half to find middle

line middle of side piece up with tip of pie top

sew rectangle to pie top

sew crust onto bottomº, bring it up past the back a little to make the crust edge

stuff before finishing assembly

Weave in any ends


ºif you have trouble hiding the contrasting color, try using thread with the yarn needle 
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
