• 1 middle body piece (cream felt) 

• 1 back body piece (tan felt) 

• 2 feet (tan felt) 

• 1 tail (tan felt) 

• 1 beak (tan felt) 

• 1 face (white felt) 

• 2 glass beads (yellow)

Barred owl pieces (left to right): 
• 1 front body piece (light brown felt)

• 1 middle body piece (tan felt) 

• 1 back body piece (light brown felt) 

• 2 feet (light brown felt) 

• 1 beak (yellow felt) 

• 1 tail (light brown felt) 

• 1 optional, large face (tan felt) 

• 1 face (white felt)  

• 2 glass beads (black)

• 1 face (white felt) 

• 1 optional, large face (light brown felt) 

• 2 glass beads (orange)

Lives in: U.S. east 

of the 

Rocky Mountains 
Eats: Birds, rats, 

mice, moles & other 

mammals. 

Also, worms, bugs, 

frogs, lizards, etc. 
Found: Nests inside 

holes in trees 
Sounds like: Low 

hoots, sharp barks

(of alarm), and 

laughter-like trilling

Lives in: Parts of 

Canada and eastern 

half of the U.S. 
Eats: Rabbits, 

squirrels, chipmunks, 

mice, birds, frogs, 

lizards, bugs, etc. 
Found: Nests in holes

inside trees, 

especially old-growth 

forests and swamps 
Sounds like: Series 

of hoots that sound 

like “Who cooks for 

you?”

Lives in: Parts of 

Canada, throughout 

U.S. & parts of South 

America 
Eats: Pretty much 

everything—even 

other owls!!! 
Found: Lives in 

many types of forests 

and swamps, especia

lly with farmland or 

other open areas 

nearby 
Sounds like: Four or 

five deep, long hoots

Lives in: Most of the 

U.S. and all of South 

America 
Eats: Rats, mice, 

rabbits, shrews, bats, 

and other small 

mammals 
Found: Nests in old 

barns, abandoned 

buildings, and holes 

in trees 
Sounds like: 
Combined hissing 

and screeching

Lives in: Parts of 

Canada and northern 

states in U.S. 
Eats: Lemmings, 

rabbits, squirrels, 

mice, and other small 

mammals & ducks, 

geese, seabirds, etc. 
Found: In wide open 

spaces—they even 

nest on the ground! 
Sounds like: Two (or 

sometimes many 

more) long, croaking 

hoots
